Employment Steps:  
1. Application form with all required documents, incomplete applications will be removed from consideration.  

2. Driver’s license and criminal history check  

3. Invitation to test 

4. Written Exam (Firefighter/EMT only), Physical ability Test, and Oral interview panel  will be conducted on June 10, 2015 

5. Conditional job offer  

6. NFPA 1852 pre-employment physical and drug test  

 

 Applicants currently enrolled in a Paramedic course with a completion date of no later than 8/7/2015 are encouraged 

to apply and will be considered during this testing phase. Employment eligibility for Paramedic positions requires 

possession of TDSHS Paramedic certification. 
 

Minimum Qualifications: 
 

Firefighter/EMT--  
High school diploma or equivalent. Prefer 15 hours of college credit. Texas basic firefighter certification and Texas Department of 

State Health Services (DSHS) EMT-Basic certification required. Employee will attend a Paramedic Certification Program and 

successfully pass and be recognized as a Texas DSHS Certified Paramedic as a condition of employment; as determined by a timeline 

established by the department. Failure to complete the certification in the allotted time could result in the employee’s termination. 

Valid Texas Class B driver’s license required within one (1) year of date of employment. Driving record that meets City guidelines. 

Employee may be required to obtain other specialized training to meet the needs of the fire department.

Paramedic --  

High school diploma or equivalent and current Texas Department of State Health Services Paramedic certification. Must complete a 

department sponsored structural firefighting academy and certify as a basic structural firefighter with the Texas Commission on Fire 

Protection within (6) months of employment. Valid Texas driver’s license with driving record that meets City guidelines.  Valid Texas 

Class B driver’s license required within (1) year of date of employment.  

 May be eligible for promotion to Fire Medic after successful completion of the following: 

 Obtain TCFP basic firefighter certification (within 6 months of employment) 

 Paramedic field training program (about 3-4 months after receiving above certification)  

 

Firefighter/Paramedic -- 

High school diploma or equivalent, Texas Commission on Fire Protection basic structural firefighter certification and Texas 

Department of State Health Services Paramedic certification required.  May be required to obtain specialized training to meet the 

needs of the Fire Department. Valid Texas driver’s license with driving record that meets City guidelines.  Valid Texas Class B 

driver’s license required within one (1) year of date of employment.  

 May be eligible for promotion to Fire Medic after successful completion of the following: 

 Paramedic field training program (about 3-4 months after date of employment)
